Treasurer  [Mikey N.] 
Hello everyone, so I cannot make it, I am out of town in Salt Lake. Thanks to Tysen H for helping me last month. He 
did a great job, and as your alt treasurer, I have complete confidence in his ability. He is out of town also so I am 
having our acting co-chair/RCM take over the position.  
So here are the numbers and then I will address some issues. I paid out 208 for GSR books, over 100 for gas 
reimbursements for our RCM and Outreach, 68 for meeting lists, 60 for the phone line, 300 to outreach, and the 
5000 to SUACNA. That is payouts for last month of 7,300 including the region donation that was made a month 
and a half ago... they finally cashed the check. I deposited 63.28 in from cash from area.  
Like a mentioned last month in my report there seems to be a lot going out and very little coming in.  This leaves 
our area balance at 1393.91. Our pervious balance from last month was 8339. As the area treasurer, this is really 
concerning not only as an organization, but as an individual. We need to consider prudence in our financial 
decision and look at ways in order to curb our spending. These are some areas that money is being spent, that can 
be addressed:  

• PI. When I became the treasurer, PI was printing meeting lists every 2-3 months... we are spending 
65-75 per month printing new meeting lists EVERY month. This is something I have talked to them 
about and they have looked into solutions... that is what I am talking about.   

• H&I provides literature for the panel members to take meetings to people in facilities. This allows the 
panel members to have effective meetings; it should not to supply these facilities with a constant 
supply of expensive literature.  there are low cost options that will GREATLY reduce unnecessary 
spending on various books (NA world sent us some info about the "Going In" and "little white book" 
as cost effective options).  

• Outreach, gas defrayments should be used with prudence. Filling up a tank, covering ALL the costs for 
every trip can become excessive. there are areas that will defray half of the gas cost, and that might 
be something we might want to consider... this includes H&I for costs for gas to cedar.... it would be 
in the best interest financially to find, and approve cedar people in order to reduce costs. Area 
entertainment and their events. Most of these are donations, but possibly consider a fundraiser and 
emphasize DONATIONS.  

I will give you one GREAT example of proper planning and execution for an event. SUACNA has a budget of 
5000 for the year (they bring in the LARGE majority of our income) and they have events planned with that 
money, but they also have an event planned that is going to be a NO SEED Money event. This happened with 
the last convention. The committee created an event, funded it and executed it without ANY money from 
AREA/SUACNA. events where there are tickets sold that help to fund the event beforehand seem to happen 
less and less and these events are usually the biggest money makers because they have a lot more invested 
into its success. I will be preparing a more formal area budget, and budget costs, but as the Area treasure, I 
don’t think we should be spending or approving money for events aside normal operating costs, until these 
issues get addressed and action steps taken in each respective subcommittee.  
I am willing to take calls and get questions answered on the phone... you can call me on speaker and I will help 
answers questions. Don’t think I’m coming down on anyone subcommittee, but this is a we program and we 
are all responsible for the success of our area. Thanks for allowing me to be of service.
